Aim:

To keep whole school informed of progress through Collective Worships and displays.
How we will monitor progress:
SD arrange termly litter picks.
School Council to monitor litter pickers are being used daily.
Evaluation: Start to weigh bags of litter collected.
How we will monitor progress:
Eco Warrirors to monitor classrooms regularly during these times to ensure that everyone is turning off lights and IWB when not in use and to feedback at weekly meetings.




Evaluation:

Action(s):
Posters to displayed in all classes.
 Eco councillors to check that lights and whiteboards are turned off during break and lunchtimes (and in Y1 and EYFS). 
Long term aim is to have an Eco Energy day per term.
Read solar panel metre.
How long will it take?
